Leaving by ship from Mumbai, the family sailed for 35 days to get to New
York to set up their new lives. Mr. Premi worked for the Indian Government and helped set up its
first American office in NY for the World’s Fair in 1964.

Then after seven years of govt service they started their own business in accessories and
garments imported from India. Together they worked incessantly to support the family and the
also look after the whole community. They took part in all organizations and community events in
every religious and social Group to keep the community together. They were also the founders of
the International Punjabi Society- a world recognized organization that bonded relations between
India and US. Many political and famous dignitaries were hosted in these events including Giani
Zail Singh and IK Guijral (Former Prime Ministers of India) that were introduced to all in the
functions held at Mr. Premi’s residence with Mrs. Premi being the backbone of all the events.

Mr. and Mrs. Premi took much pride in their incomparable ability to help the local community. they
helped with anyone needing assistance. Mrs. Premi never had an issue with welcoming anyone
into her home, and she would singlehandedly cook meals large groups of people at the drop of a
hat.
